Wiring for Replacement of Ginsan & IDX Timers
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Seconds Per Coin:

Use the 12 DIP switches to choose how many seconds each
coin deposited is worth.

This is done by moving the switches in the up position for the
required seconds. Each value of the DIP switches turned
ON are added together to get the total time per coin.

For the illustration shown above:
DIP switches 4, 8, 16 and 32 are turned ON (up).
This configuration sets each coin to be worth 60 seconds.

Number of Coins to Start:

Use the 4 DIP switches to choose the number of coins that
must be deposited in order for the timer to begin operation.

This is done by moving the switches in the up position for the
required number of coins. Each value of the DIP switches
turned ON are added together to get the total amount.

For the illustration shown above:

DIP switches 1 and 4 are turned ON (up).
This configuration sets the timer to begin operation when 5
coins have been deposited.
